FESTIVAL STATUTE
Preamble
International festival of audiovisual animated works (hereinafter referred to as “films”) AniFest 2012 - Teplice (hereinafter referred to as “Festival”) is a specialized competition festival.
The mission of the festival is to contribute to the expansion of animated work and to present it year-round in all its forms.
For the international competition purposes the Festival takes over the definition of animated film used by ASIFA: “The art of animation is the creation of moving pictures in all ways with the exception of live action”. The circle of animation technologies is not restricted and more than 50 percent of the duration of the competition film must consist of animation.

Article 1 – Festival Organizers
The Festival is organized by AniFest s.r.o. and Kultura 21 – an endowment fund based at Jindřicha Plachty 28, Praha 5, ZIP Code: 150 00, Czech Republic; tel.: +420 257 324 507; fax: +420 257 324 508; e-mail: info@anifest.cz; web: www.anifest.cz.

Article 2 – Festival Dates
The eleventh annual Festival will take place from April 26 to May 1 2012 in Teplice.

Article 3 – Competition Categories
The competition categories announced for 2012 are:

• International Competition of Animated Television Films and Series
• International Competition of Animated Commercials and Jingles
• International Competition of Animated Music Videos
• International Competition of Non-narative and Experimental Animated Films

• International Competition of Animated Films Made by Children from 12 to 15 years of age
NON-STATUTORY COMPETITION CATEGORIES
• International Competition of Flipbooks
• International Competition of Short Animated School Films of the Visegrad countries

Article 4 – Terms and Conditions for Entering Films
Every film entered must fulfill the conditions set forth in the Rules for International Competition for 2012. These rules constitute an addendum to the Festival Statutes.

Article 5 – Selection Committee
The selection committee consist of program department representatives of AniFest with some members of Art Council or other persons from audiovisual theory or practicing field. The decision of the Selection Committee will be published on the Festival website after January 31, 2012 and the applicants of the selected films will be informed by e-mail or by regular mail.

Article 6 – Festival Juries
The competing films are evaluated by a jury consisting of representatives from the field of Animation - filmmakers, critics, producers and other leading personalities in the world of culture. Juries are named by the Organizer in cooperation with the Artistic Board of the AniFest s.r.o. Participants on any level in the creation of a work placed in the category being judged are excluded from serving on the jury. The juries evaluate films based on their quality, level of interest and artistic expression, and award the Festival prizes. Each of the juries nominates one competition film to a Grand Prix. All the juries must agree on the winner otherwise the Honorary President of the festival makes the decision.

Article 7 – Prizes to be awarded
• AniFest Grand Prix 
- This award includes a monetary prize of 1,000 EUR
• Best Short Animated Film up to 5 Minutes Award 
- This award includes a monetary prize of 1,000 EUR 
• Best Short Animated Film from 5 to 15 Minutes Award
- This award includes a monetary prize of 1,000 EUR
• Best Short Animated Film from 15 to 60 Minutes Award
- This award includes a monetary prize of 1,000 EUR
• Best Feature Animation Film Award
- This award includes a monetary prize of 1,000 EUR
• Best Student Film Award
- This award includes a monetary prize of 900 EUR
• Best Non-narative / Experimental Animated Film Award

- This award includes a monetary prize of 250 EUR
• Best Animated Television Film/Series Award
- This award includes a monetary prize of 250 EUR
• Best Animated Music Video Award
- This award includes a monetary prize of 200 EUR 

• Best Animated Commercial/Jingle Award
- This award includes a monetary prize of 200 EUR
• Best Animated Film Made by Children to 12 Years, Czech TV Award

• Best Animated Film Made by Children from 12 to 15 Years, Czech TV Award
• Teplice City Award (on the basis of audience voting)
• Best Visegrad School Film Award

Each jury has the right to not award a prize, just as it has the right to award an additional Special Jury Mention in addition to the above listed awards. Each Award must be awarded to a single film, ex aequo awarding is not admissible. The Organizer reserves the right to award additional special prizes. Prizes awarded by festival juries and the Organizer will be ceremonially announced at the gala closing ceremony of the Festival.

Article 8 – Final Provisions
In the event of serious reasons the Festival Organizer has the right to restrict or cancel the location of the Festival. In unclear situations or cases unforeseen within the Statutes, the decision stay belongs to the Director of AniFest s.r.o.
By submitting the application for participation at the Festival, the participant agrees with the Festival Statutes and the Regulations of the International Competition.
