International Competition Regulations

Article 1 – General Terms of the International Competition of the Festival of Animated Films 

AniFest (hereinafter referred to as the Competition) is regulated by the Festival Statutes and the following regulations for the international competition. A film will be entered into the competition only if it meets all the criteria and requirements stated in the Festival Statutes, in the rules and in the competition entry form.

Article 2 – Competition Categories
International Competition of Animated Films is announced in the following categories:
STATUTORY COMPETITION CATEGORIES
• International Competition of Short animated Films up to 5 Minutes in Length
• International Competition of Short animated Films from 5 to 15 Minutes in Length
• International Competition of Short animated Films from 15 to 60 Minutes in Length 
• International Competition of Feature-length Animated Films 
• International Competition of Student Animated Films
• International Competition of Animated Television Films and Series
• International Competition of Animated Commercials and Jingles
• International Competition of Animated Music Video
• International Competition of Non-narative and Experimental Animated Videos 

• International Competition of Animated Films Made by Children up to 12 years of age

• International Competition of Animated Films Made by Children from 12 to 15 years of age
NON-STATUTORY COMPETITION CATEGORIES
• International Competition of Flipbooks
• International Competition of Short Animated School Films of the Visegrad countries

Article 3 – Basic Terms and Conditions of all competition categories
Only films that fulfill all of the following conditions and criteria can be entered into the International Competition of Animated Films:
1. Over 50% of the film’s running time consists of animation, whereas, for this purpose, the ASIFA definition of animation is used by the festival: “The art of animation is the creation of moving pictures in all ways with the exception of live action”. The sphere of animation technologies used is unrestricted.
2. The film was completed after January 1, 2010
3. The film has not been entered in the Festival Competition in any previous years
4. The film / screening copy must be in 35 mm or DVD format (or other data medium, to be agreed with organizer).
5. Films with inappropriate content won’t be accepted (e. g. pornographic, Nazi or racist, affecting religious or minority rights)
6. It is possible to submit one film to more than one category but the film can compete in one competition category only. Organizers reserve the right to transfer the film to other competition category.

7. Selected films are judged by a special jury.
Special provisions for the Animated student Films:

1. Films which were done at school during the studies have to be submitted only to student films category (the only exception is the Visegrad films category).  
Special provisions for the Animated Commercials and Jingles category:

Next to commercials and jingles this category also includes instructional films, titles sequences, social, ecological and other spots, science films and simulations etc.   
Special provisions for the Animated Films Made by Children category:
1. The main creator of the film must be a child or a group of children, all of them must be under the age of 15 (inclusive) at the time of  the completion of the film. 
2. Film has to be less than 60 minutes long.

Special provisions for the non-narrative/experimental animated films:

1. Instead of narration the film uses other strategies f. e. coming from fine art or different non-narrative form. 
2. Film has to be less than 60 minutes long.

Special provisions for the International competition of short animated school films of the Visegrad countries:
1. The film must be submitted by high school, college, university with animation, film, art and other artistic disciplines specialization. Each school may enter maximum of 4 films.
2. The film was completed after 1 January 2010.
3. The film can be entered into a statutory competition category.
4. The organizer has the right not to include the film into the competition.
5. Films are judged by two special juries.

Article 4 – Deadlines for Entering Films into the International Competition
1. The competition to be announced on September 20, 2011.
2. The competing film was completed after January 1, 2010.
3. Application must be received by December 20, 2011.
4. List of selected films included in the competition will be published on www.anifest.cz by January 31, 2012.
5. Screening copy of the film selected for the competition must be sent by February 15, 2012 at the latest.

Article 5 – Entry Form
1. Applicants registering a film into the Festival competition must be authorized to show the film at the Festival and authorized to handle the film as provided in these regulations, or the person holding this authorization must provide their consent for the use of the film in the scope specified herein.
2. Applicants shall fill out the online entry on www.anifest.cz website form in Czech or in English and submit the film by online submission system no later than December 20, 2011. A separate entry form must be filled out and submitted for each film entered.
3. There is no fee required by the Organizer in connection with the entry form; the applicant is responsible for all costs related to submitting the application.
4. Along with the application the applicant must deliver to December 20, 2011 the following materials:
a) A quality recording of the film on DVD or upload the film to ftp server of organizer (applicants will find ftp login information in online submission system). The name of file must be identical with name of film in this case.
b) CV of the director in Czech or English; 1 x photo of the director (in print quality, min. 300 dpi) 1 x still from the film in print quality (min. 300 dpi), a short synopsis of the film in the range up to 350 characters in Czech or English, a dialogue list in Czech or English. These materials must be supplied in data form by online submitting system on www.anifest.cz. Only data format bmp, jpg, doc, odt, txt are acceptable.
5. Materials in accordance with this article remain in possession of the Organizer for archiving purposes, without regard to whether or not the film is selected for the competition; and for its use in accordance with the regulations on granting of rights in the event that the film is selected for the competition, as stated on the entry form.

Article 6 – Selected Films and Their Delivery
1. The Applicant whose film was selected by the Selection Committee for the Festival competition shall provide at no charge the Organizer with the film in a 35 mm combined copy, DVD (or other type of data tape in format mov, mpeg, DCP after agreement with organizer) for the purpose of Festival screenings (hereinafter referred to as the screening copy).
2. The Applicant shall send the screening copy of the selected film at their own expense to the Organizer’s registered office no later than by February 15, 2012, observing all the instructions of the Organizer that will be received together with the notice that the film was chosen for the Festival competition.
3. The Organizer shall return the screening copy to the Applicant at the Organizer’s expense no later than 30 days after the completion of the Festival, unless agreed upon otherwise. Screening copies in DVD format will not be returned to the applicant and remain property of the Organizer for archiving purposes or for use in accordance with specifications stated on the entry form.
4. In the event of loss or damage of a film copy during the Festival, the Organizer is only responsible for the expenses connected with the manufacture of a new copy in accordance with a current laboratory pricelist for the manufacture of a standard copy.

Article 7 – Film Dialogues
1. The official languages of the Festival are Czech and English.
2. If film contains dialogues or commentary or intertitles, a dialogue list in English or Czech (preferably with timecode) has to be attached to the screening copy.
3. The screening copy must meet at least one of the following conditions: 
a) The film is in the English or Czech language 
b) The film is in another language but is subtitled in English or Czech (put to the screen or attached with .srt format).
To the competition will be range only the films which accomplish these regulation.  

Article 8 – Invitations to Filmmakers 
Festival will provide, at its own expense, accommodation for one delegate (filmmaker, producer, etc…) for each film selected for the competition consisting of two nights and accreditation entitling the delegate to attend all festival events; travel expenses are up to the delegate. The organizer of the festival may put on exception to these rules.

Article 9 – Closing Provisions
1. The Organizer may put individual exceptions to the conditions as stated in these regulations, not however so as to give advantage to any applicant or entered competing film without reason. The Organizer is entitled to make changes in the competition regulations but must announce them without delay through the website www.anifest.cz.
2. These regulations are subject to the laws of the Czech Republic and all disputes in connection with them will be decided by Czech courts in accordance with Czech law.
3. By submitting the application for participation at the Festival, the participant agrees with the Festival Statutes and the Regulations of International Competition.
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
